One project for consideration that will need doing soon is the resurfacing of the uneven pavement surface to the North of the village.  This is used by villagers to access the bus shelter and church and by the older members of the community.

	Wiltshire Council
Chair welcomed councillor, Cllr Martin Smith who provided a summary of the Council’s financial situation and the likely rise of council tax bills to rise by 5% which will mean that Wiltshire Council will balance its books (currently show a £45m deficit).  

The Council is looking for more foster families and if anyone is interested, please contact Wiltshire Council.

Warm shelter places are being set up in the library and sports hall in Malmesbury.  Sherston churches are also looking to set up a similar scheme.  Helen McLeish shared a great idea ‘Take one or Leave one’ where people could leave old coats on a rack in a central place like a church for those who need to take one.  Maybe one for Sherston to consider?

Keith Waterhouse asked about insulation schemes for the most vulnerable which Martin Smith agreed to research.  It was discussed the council could set up a scheme where across Wiltshire those that could afford it, should give back the energy rebate they are receiving, and this fund could be then used to insulate the most vulnerable residents of the county.
